The rules, rates, forms and endorsements in effect for the Company apply in cases not provided for by
this Manual.

RULE 1 -- ELIGIBILITY

Eligible Classes
The Personal Inland Marine Manual contains the rules and rating information for the following
personal inland marine coverages:

-- Bicycles -- Guns

-- Boats, Outboard Motors & Boat Trailers -- Jewelry

-- Cameras -- Livestock

-- Coin Collections -- Musical Instruments
-- Farm Machinery -- Personal Effects

-- Fine Arts -- Personal Property
-- Furs -- Silverware

-- Golfers' Equipment -- Stamp Collections

These rules apply only to property owned by individuals, including eligible property under the
control of executors or administrators of an estate.

Ineligible Insureds/Property
Coverage under these rules may not be written for:

-- companies, firms or corporations*

- hotels

-- universities, colleges or other schools

-- dealers, auctioneers, museums, art galleries, art institutions or manufacturers
-- governmental agencies

-- motor bicycles, mopeds or any motor powered conveyance

-- temporary exhibits of fine arts that do not belong to the insured

-- television cameras and related equipment

-- aerial or radar cameras

-- coin or token-operated devices

* Forms covering farm machinery and livestock allow for organizations as named insureds.

Covered Perils

Coverage is provided on an "open perils" basis for all classes but livestock. This means that
the forms cover risks of direct physical loss to covered property except those losses that are
excluded in the form. Coverage for livestock is on a "named peril" basis.

Valuation

All eligible property, with the exception of scheduled fine arts and livestock covered by the
reporting form, is valued on an actual cash value basis. Scheduled fine arts are valued at the
value stated on the declarations. Livestock covered by the reporting form is valued at market
value.

Coverage Basis
Personal inland marine coverage may be provided on a scheduled, blanket (non-scheduled) or
combination basis. Refer to the class rules.

Large Schedules

If the rules require a schedule of items and the number of items to be listed would require
several pages, the policy may be issued without the required scheduled attachment. The
required schedule must be maintained at the office of the Company or the agent. The schedule
must be signed and dated. A limit of coverage must be shown for each listed item.

Supplemental Policies

Premiums for all inland marine coverages attached to other types of policies, such as multi-
peril or homeowners policies, are subject to the premium payment plan of the policy to which
they are attached.

Loss Payment Clause
A mortgage clause, secured party clause or loss payable clause may be added to a policy as
needed. Refer to Company.

Protective Safeguards

A Company may require protective devices or other protective measures it considers
necessary for the protection of property. An endorsement should be attached to the policy
describing the protective device or measure taken and requiring the Company be notified if the
devices or measures taken are discontinued or out of service. The endorsement may be
issued without applying a rate credit unless the specific class rules provide a rate credit for
protective safeguards.

GENERAL RULES

2.7 Restrictions of Coverage
Policies that would not otherwise be issued by a Company may be issued with special
coverage restrictions without a premium credit. The written agreement of the applicant must be
obtained.

Attach Endorsement IM-10.

2.8 Increased Premium
Policies that would not otherwise be issued by a Company may be issued at a rate or premium
higher than those produced by the state pages in this manual. The written agreement of the
applicant must be obtained.

Attach Endorsement IM-9.

2.9 Territory
Coverage applies worldwide unless otherwise indicated.

RULE 3 -- POLICY TERM

3.1 One Year Policies
Policies may be written for a term of one year and renewed annually. One year policies are
issued at the annual rate in effect at the beginning of the policy period.

3.2 Three Year Policies
Policies may be written for a term of three years.

3.2.1 Prepaid Policies
Prepaid policies are issued at three times the annual rate in effect at the beginning of
the policy period.

3.2.2 Installment Payment Policies
The premium for each annual installment is based on the rates in effect on each
anniversary date.

3.3 Continuous Policies
The annual premium for policies written on a continuous basis is determined by using the rates
in effect at the anniversary date.

3.4 Policy Periods of Less Than One Year
Compute the premium and prorate the result according to the time the policy is in force.

3.5 Renewal Certificates
Policies may be renewed using a renewal certificate. The policies must conform in every

respect to the rules, rates and forms in effect at the time they are renewed. Requirements for
completed applications or reports are not waived by this rule.

RULE 4 -- CANCELLATION

The policy must be canceled in accordance with the terms of the cancellation provisions that apply.
Return premium, if any, is computed on a pro rata basis.

RULE 5 -- PREMIUM BASE
The premium base is the dollar amount to which the rate is applied to determine the premium.
All rates or loss costs in this manual are expressed as annual rates or loss costs per $100 of insurance.

If the state pages display loss costs, in order to change loss costs to base rates multiply the loss costs by
the Company's loss cost multiplier.

RULE 6 -- WAIVER OF PREMIUMS

Additional or return premiums of $5.00 or less that result from a mid-term policy change may be waived.
However, a return premium of $5.00 or less must be paid if requested by the insured.

BICYCLES

Eligible Property

Bicycles.

Forms

IM-175, Personal Articles Coverage

All covered items must be scheduled on the declarations. The schedule must contain a description
and limit of coverage for each item.

A blanket limit of coverage not exceeding 10% of the total of the limits of coverage for all scheduled
items may be applied to cover miscellaneous cycling equipment.

-- The 10% limit may be increased at the Company's discretion.
-- All items covered on a blanket basis are subject to a 100% coinsurance requirement.

Attach Endorsement IM-175-21 or add the appropriate terms to the schedule, IM-2.
Deductible

Bicycle coverage and rates are based on full coverage with no deductible. A deductible option is
available for a credit. If the deductible is to apply it must be shown on the declarations.

Options
Coverage for bicycles may be provided on a replacement value basis.

Attach Endorsement IM-175-10.





BOATS, OUTBOARD MOTORS AND BOAT TRAILERS

Eligible Property

All types of inboard boats, inboard-outboard boats, outboard boats and outboard motors. The
motor must not exceed the certified horsepower capacity of the boat. All outboard boats carry a
horsepower capacity and load-carrying capacity. This information is generally located inside the
boat's transom, where it can be easily read from the operator's position. Motors in excess of
200 HP and boats that exceed a top speed of 50 mph are not eligible for coverage.

Miscellaneous equipment or accessories, such as anchors, oars, tarpaulins, lights, cushions, life
preservers, fire extinguishers, fuel containers, or horns may be insured. Coverage applies to
such equipment while it is attached to or contained in or on an insured boat. Additional
accessories, other than those mentioned, may be provided with a personal property form.

Boat carriers or trailers that are specially designed to carry a pleasure craft, exclusively used for
the transportation of the particular craft or constructed so that it is, by nature, a part of the
equipment of the boat rather than an all-purpose trailer.

IM-5300-S Boat Owner Coverage — Supplemental Declaration

All covered items must be scheduled on the declarations. The schedule must contain a
description and limit of coverage for each item.

All items are subject to a 100% coinsurance requirement unless otherwise indicated on the
declarations.

When two or more outboard motors are regularly used together in connection with any single
watercraft owned by the insured, the horsepower of all such outboards should be accumulated
for rating purposes.

The stated rates must be increased by $1 for boats and motors used on rivers or streams.
Deductible

Boat, motor, trailer and miscellaneous property coverage rates are based on $100 deductible.

Optional deductible amounts from $250 to $1000 are available for the appropriate credit. The
applicable deductible must be shown on the declarations.





CAMERAS

Eligible Property

Cameras, lenses, projection machines and other photographic equipment pertaining to these items
are eligible for coverage under these rules.

Movable sound equipment used in recording, projecting, reproducing and operating motion pictures
may also be covered.

Films, binoculars, telescopes, microphones and like items used in conjunction with camera
equipment may also be covered.

Forms
IM-175, Personal Articles Coverage

All covered items must be scheduled on the declarations. The schedule must contain a description
and limit of coverage for each item.

A blanket limit of coverage not exceeding 10% of the total of the limits of coverage for all scheduled
items may be applied to cover miscellaneous camera equipment.

-- The 10% limit may be increased at the Company's discretion.
-- All items covered on a blanket basis are subject to a 100% coinsurance clause.

Attach Endorsement IM-175-22 or add the appropriate terms to the schedule, IM-2.

Deductible

Camera coverage and rates are based on full coverage with no deductible. Optional deductible
amounts from $100 to $1,000 are available for the appropriate credit. If a deductible is to apply it
must be shown on the declarations.

Options

4.1 Newly Acquired Property

The Personal Articles Form provides additional coverage for newly acquired property. A
Company may, at its discretion, reduce or increase the automatic coverage provided in the form.

4.2 Professional Use
The restriction against professional use of this property may be deleted. The professional rates
must be charged. Professional use is defined as a person who receives more than $250 a year

by using the covered property.

Attach Endorsement IM-175-6.





COIN COLLECTIONS

Eligible Property

Coin collections. Coverage applies to all humismatic property such as rare or current coins, paper
money, bank notes, tokens and medals maintained in a collection. Coverage also applies to the
cards, display cabinets, containers and frames used with the collection.

Forms

IM-175, Personal Articles Coverage

Coin collections may be covered on a blanket basis subject to a 100% coinsurance clause. However,
coverage for any one item is limited to $250. The single item limit may be increased at the

Company's discretion.

Coin collections may also be scheduled by individual item, proof set, pages, books, or other
groupings on the declarations. The $250 per item limit does not apply to scheduled items.

Options
3.1 Safe or Vault Credit
Coin collections may be covered at a reduced rate if kept in safes or vaults.
A credit applies if the insured agrees to keep at least 75% of the total value of all covered
property in a locked fireproof safe or vault or in the safe or vault of a bank or safe deposit
company when it is not being used or exhibited. The address of the bank or safe deposit
company must be shown on the appropriate part of the declarations.
Attach Endorsement IM-175-1.
3.2 Theft from Unattended Vehicles
For an additional premium the exclusion for theft from unattended vehicles may be deleted.
Attach Endorsement IM-175-2.
3.3 Damage to or Theft of Safes
Coverage may be endorsed to cover damage to or loss of safes owned by the insured due to
theft or attempted theft. A limit of coverage must be shown on the appropriate part of the

declarations.

Attach Endorsement IM-175-30.





FARM MACHINERY

Eligible Property
Mobile farm machinery and equipment that belongs to or is in the custody of the insured.
Under these rules coverage may not be written for:

-- farm machinery and equipment held for sale, on consignment, or being manufactured.
-- farm machinery and equipment used primarily for custom work.

-- farm machinery and equipment used in logging or forestry operations.

-- portable sawmills.

-- lug boxes.

-- irrigation equipment.

Forms

IM-850, Farm Machinery Coverage A (Scheduled)
IM-851, Farm Machinery Coverage B (Blanket)
2.1 Scheduled Policies

The limit of coverage and a description, including the serial number, must be shown on the
declarations for each item of property covered.

Miscellaneous equipment may be covered on a blanket basis on this form at the same rate
used for scheduled property. Coverage for any one item is limited to $1,000. The total limit of
coverage for unscheduled miscellaneous equipment may not exceed the lesser of 10% of the
limit of coverage for all scheduled items or $5,000.

2.2 Blanket Policies

A single limit of coverage applies to all property. Items are not scheduled on this form. This limit
must be shown on the appropriate part of the declarations.

Blanket coverage under IM-851 does not apply to:

-- harvester combines.
-- cotton pickers.

(These items may be covered using Coverage A. Each of these items must be scheduled.)

2.3 Blanket and Scheduled Policies Combined

The same policy may cover some property on a scheduled basis, and other property on a
blanket basis by attaching both IM-850 and IM-851. In this case the blanket limits that are
provided for miscellaneous equipment under form IM-850 should be marked "not applicable" on
the declarations or left blank.

2.4 Coinsurance

The coinsurance percentage that applies is 80%. A Company may, at its discretion, change
this percentage for an appropriate rate credit or surcharge.
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FARM MACHINERY

Deductible

The rating structure for farm machinery is based on the application of a $100 deductible. Optional
deductible amounts from $50 to $10,000 are available for the appropriate credit. The deductible
must be shown on the declarations.

A policy may be written without a deductible for an additional premium. (See rule 5.6 for deductible
amounts that apply to "Intake of Foreign Objects.")

Territorial Modifications

Under Coverage A the property is covered only while it is within 100 miles of the location where it is
normally stored.

-- The mileage limitation may be increased or reduced at a Company's option.
-- The mileage limitation does not apply to property transported by the insured to or from the place
where it is purchased, sold, serviced or repaired.

Under Coverage B the property is covered while it is within the United States, Canada or Puerto
Rico.

Options

5.1 Coinsurance Waiver
At the Company's discretion the coinsurance clause in Form IM-850 may be waived.
Attach Endorsement IM-120.

5.2 Rental Reimbursement
Coverage under both Forms IM-850 and IM-851 may be extended by endorsement to cover
rental costs of equipment that is rented to replace lost or damaged equipment when it is
necessary to do so in order to continue normal farming operations. The deductible does not
apply to this coverage. This coverage is available under:
-- Blanket Coverage
This is written for a selected daily and annual aggregate limit of coverage.
Attach Endorsement IM-850-2.
-- Scheduled Coverage
This applies only to the items shown on the declarations. The rate is applied to the sum of the
per loss limits of coverage shown on the declarations. A per day and per loss limit applies to

each selected item. Daily and per loss limits may vary by item.

Attach Endorsement IM-850-1.

Rented or Borrowed Equipment

Coverage under Form IM-850 may be extended to provide automatic coverage for equipment
that is rented or borrowed from others. The limit of coverage for this property is in addition to
the limit of coverage shown for covered farm machinery and must be shown on the appropriate
part of the declarations.

Attach Endorsement IM-850-3.

Replacement Value

The valuation terms in the policy may be changed to provide coverage on a replacement value
basis. The replacement value terms may apply only to property covered under Form IM-850.

The replacement value terms can apply to all items scheduled on the form or to certain
selected items. These selected items must be shown on the appropriate part of the
declarations. Confirm that the limits to which this endorsement applies equal the replacement
value of the items covered by this endorsement.

Attach Endorsement IM-850-5.

Audio Equipment

Coverage may be endorsed to apply to sound receiving and recording or sound receiving and
transmitting equipment. Coverage also extends to include tapes, discs, records, wire, media or
accessories, antennas, and other items used with these instruments. This coverage applies
only if the equipment is installed in or on covered farm machinery at the time of loss. A limit of
coverage for this property must be shown on the declarations.

Attach Endorsement IM-850-10

Intake of Foreign Objects

Coverage may be extended to include loss or damage caused by the intake of foreign objects.
A deductible for this coverage is mandatory; the minimum deductible is $250. Using the
selected deductible option for farm machinery coverage, read across the provided table for
allowed deductible amounts and premium factors. The deductible for this coverage must be
shown on the appropriate part of the declarations.

Attach Endorsement IM-850-11

Damage During Hitching or Towing

Coverage may be extended to include loss or damage due to hitching or towing.

Attach Endorsement IM-850-1

FINE ARTS

Eligible Property

Works of art or articles of rarity, historic value or artistic merit. They include but are not limited to
paintings, etchings, pictures, tapestries, art glass windows, valuable rugs, statuary, marbles,
bronzes, antiques, rare books, antique silver, manuscripts, porcelains, rare glass and bric-a-brac.
Forms

IM-175, Personal Articles Coverage

All covered items must be scheduled on the declarations. The schedule must contain a description
and limit of coverage for each item.

A blanket limit of coverage not exceeding 10% of the total of the limits of coverage for all scheduled
items may be applied to cover miscellaneous fine arts.

-- The 10% limit may be increased at the Company's discretion.
-- All items covered on a blanket basis are subject to a 100% coinsurance clause.

Attach Endorsement IM-175-26 or add the appropriate terms to the schedule, IM-2.

The base rates used vary according to the class of fire protection at the location where the fine arts
are kept.

-- Protected means that the building is located within 1000 feet of a fire hydrant and within five road
miles of a responding fire department.

-- Partially protected means that the building is over 1000 feet from a fire hydrant but is still within
five road miles of a responding fire department.

-- All other situations are unprotected.

Valuation At Actual Cash Value

When values are not substantiated to the satisfaction of the Company, the valuation provision may
be changed to an actual cash value basis. The provision of actual cash value may apply to the total
schedule or only to certain selected items. The selected items must be shown on the declarations.
Attach Endorsement IM-175-3.

Deductible

Fine arts coverage and rates are based on full coverage with no deductible. Optional deductible
amounts from $250 to $2,500 are available for the appropriate credit. If a deductible is to apply it

must be shown on the declarations. The deductible may be applied in one of two ways:

-- The deductible applies to each item that is covered.
-- The deductible may be applied only to selected items on the schedule.

Attach Endorsement IM-175-24.

5. Territorial Modifications

Coverage for fine arts is limited to the United States, Canada, and Puerto Rico. A Company may
extend or restrict these limits.

6. Options
6.1 Newly Acquired Property
The Personal Articles Form provides additional coverage for newly acquired property. A
Company may, at its discretion, reduce or increase the automatic coverage provided in the
form.

6.2 Breakage Coverage

The breakage exclusion may be deleted. Coverage for breakage may apply to all appropriate
items or only to certain selected items. The selected items must be shown on the declarations.

Furs, garments trimmed with fur, or made principally of fur. Imitation furs and fur rugs may also be
covered.

An ensemble such as a coat, muff and hat may be scheduled as a single item.

Options

3.1 Depreciation of Furs
Furs written on a three year policy may be depreciated automatically at the beginning of the
second year and again at the beginning of the third year. The depreciation percentage is
defined by the Company and the rate is applied to the depreciated values.
Attach Endorsement IM-175-11.

3.2 Newly Acquired Items

The Personal Articles Form provides additional coverage for newly acquired furs. A Company
may, at its discretion, reduce or increase the automatic coverage provided in the form.





GOLFERS' EQUIPMENT

Eligible Property

Golf clubs, golf clothing and other golfers' equipment. Subject to certain limitations, golf balls and
other types of clothing are also covered. These rules do not apply to motorized golf carts whether
powered electrically or by an internal combustion engine.

Coverage may be written only for individuals.

Forms

IM-175, Personal Articles Coverage

Coverage for golfers' equipment is normally provided on a blanket basis. A single limit of coverage
applies to all covered golfers' equipment.

Items may be scheduled on the declarations. The schedule must contain a description and limit of
coverage for each item.

Both scheduled and blanket coverages may be provided in the same policy.
Deductible

Golfers' equipment coverage and rates are based on full coverage with no deductible. A deductible
option is available for a credit. If the deductible is to apply it must be shown on the declarations.

Options
4.1 Named Perils Coverage
Coverage may be restricted to "named perils".
Attach Endorsement IM-175-12.
4.2 Replacement Value
Coverage for golfers' equipment may be provided on a replacement value basis.

Attach Endorsement IM-175-15.

Eligible Property

Guns and miscellaneous cleaning and repairing accessories for use with guns.

All covered items must be scheduled on the declarations. The schedule must contain a
description and limit of coverage for each item.

A blanket limit of coverage not exceeding 10% of the total of the limits of coverage for all
scheduled items may be applied to cover miscellaneous cleaning and repairing accessories.

All items are subject to a 100% coinsurance requirement.
Deductible
Gun coverage and rates are based on coverage with a $100 deductible. Optional deductible
amounts from $250 to $1000 are available for the appropriate credit. The applicable deductible
amount must be shown on the declarations.
Options
4.1 Premises Protection
Guns and accessories may be covered at a reduced rate if the premises where they are
stored are protected by burglar alarms. A loss caused by theft, burglary or robbery will not be
covered unless the burglar alarms are maintained in proper working order.
Attach Endorsement IM-211-1.

4.2 Collectors Restriction

Guns and accessories may be covered at a reduced rate if they are collectors' items and are
used only for display or exhibition.

4.3 Coverage While Firing

For an additional premium, coverage for loss caused by the firing, fouling or explosion of a
firearm may be added.

4.4 Activity Restriction

Guns and accessories may be covered at a reduced rate if the insured agrees that the
covered items will only be used for club activities or on firing ranges.

Attach Endorsement IM-212-2.





JEWELRY
Eligible Property

Items of personal adornment made wholly or partly of silver, gold, platinum or other precious metals.
They may contain pearls, jewels, precious or semi-precious stones.

Pens, pencils, flasks, smoking equipment, cigarette cases, trophies and similar items may be
covered as jewelry.

Policies that cover engagement rings, wedding rings and guard rings may be issued in the name of
both interested parties whether or not they are residents of the same household.

All covered items must be scheduled on the declarations. The schedule must contain a description
and limit of coverage for each item.

Deductible

Jewelry coverage and rates are based on full coverage with no deductible. Two deductible options,
$100 or $250, are available for the appropriate credit. If a deductible is to apply it must be shown on
the declarations.

Attach endorsement IM-175-5.

The deductible may be applied in one of two ways:

-- The deductible applies to each item that is covered.

-- The deductible may be applied only to certain selected items. The selected items must be shown
on the declarations.

The deductible does not apply when an item suffers a total loss.

A reduced rate applies for jewelry items kept in a bank vault or the vault or safe of a safe
deposit company.

LIVESTOCK

Eligible Property

Coverage in accordance with these rules may be written on the following classes of livestock
belonging to or in the custody of the insured: cattle, sheep, hogs, horses, mules and goats. The term
cattle includes bulls, cows, calves, heifers and steers.

Under these rules coverage may not be written for:

-- cattle or sheep on open ranges, except for winter perils coverage.

-- horses or mules used only for racing, show or delivery. This includes animals used for breeding
for these purposes.

-- livestock in stock yards or commercial feed lots.

-- those who conduct sales or auctions.

-- livestock covered by mortality policies.

-- animals belonging to a circus, carnival or theatrical enterprise.

-- veterinarians or humane societies.

Forms

IM-860, Livestock Coverage A (Scheduled)
IM-861, Livestock Coverage B (Blanket)
IM-862, Livestock Reporting Coverage (Blanket)

Livestock coverage covers loss by death or injury necessitating destruction caused by the perils
named. Loss by theft is also covered. Replacement value may not be endorsed on to this coverage.
2.1 Scheduled Policies

Livestock covered under Form IM-860 may be scheduled:

By Class -- Breed -- Sex -- Schedule A

Animals under each class of livestock may be scheduled by breed, sex or both. The total limit
of coverage for all animals under each breed or sex must be shown on the declarations.

By Individual Animals -- Schedule B
The description of each animal should include the following:

-- Breed

-- Sex

-- Name

-- 1.D. or Tag Number

Both methods of scheduling may be applied to this form.

2.2 Blanket Policies

Livestock covered under Form IM-861 is covered on a blanket basis. A limit of coverage per
animal and an aggregate limit per class of livestock must be shown on the declarations.

The coinsurance percentage that applies is 80%. A Company may, at its discretion, change
this percentage for an appropriate rate credit or surcharge.

2.3 Reporting Policies

Livestock covered under Form IM-862 is covered on a blanket basis. A limit of coverage per
animal and an aggregate limit per class of livestock must be shown on the declarations.

Under this coverage:
-- valuation is computed on a market value basis.
-- late reporting or under-reporting results in penalties at claim time.

-- minimum premium and deposit premium charges are mandatory. The amount charged is
determined by the Company.

-- premium adjustments indicated as being done on an annual basis assume that 12
consecutive months of coverage precede the adjustment.

-- reporting coverage is written on a monthly or quarterly reporting basis. The method selected
must be shown on the declarations.

3. Deductible
Livestock coverage and rates are based on full coverage with no deductible. Two deductible
applications are available. The deductible applies to all covered perils. A separate deductible may
apply for "winter perils" coverage; see rule 5.4.

-- Flat Dollar Deductible

Optional deductible amounts from $250 to $10,000 are available for the appropriate credit. If this
deductible is to apply it must be shown on the declarations.

-- Number of Head Deductible
A stated number of head is subtracted from the total number involved in a loss before a claim is
settled. Optional numbers of head (1, 2, or 5) are available for the appropriate credit. If this
deductible is to apply it must be shown on the declarations.
Attach Endorsement IM-860-2.

4. Territorial Modifications

Coverage is limited to the United States, Canada and Puerto Rico. A Company may extend or
restrict these limits.

5. Options
5.1 Additional Perils

Coverage may be extended by endorsement to cover accidental shooting, drowning,
electrocution, attack by dogs or wild animals, collapse of buildings and loading or unloading.

Electrocution from stray voltage is not covered.

Coverage may be extended by endorsement to cover death that results from or is made
necessary by fright which causes livestock to:

Coverage may be extended to cover loss that results from swindling or the acceptance of
counterfeit money.

Winter Perils

Coverage may be extended by endorsement to cover freezing or smothering resulting from
snow, blizzard, ice or falling through ice.

A deductible may apply to winter perils even when no deductible applies to other covered
perils. The deductible applying to winter perils may be higher than the deductible that applies
to the other perils. Appropriate credits must be granted.

Coinsurance Waiver

At the Company's discretion the coinsurance clause may be waived.

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MUSICAL INSTRUMENTS

Eligible Property

Musical instruments. This includes sheet music and other equipment pertaining to and used with
musical instruments. These rules do not apply to stationary non-mobile organs.

Forms

All covered items must be scheduled on the declarations. The schedule must contain a description
and limit of coverage for each item.

A blanket limit of coverage not exceeding 10% of the total of the limits of coverage for all scheduled
items may be applied to cover miscellaneous musical instruments and related items.

-- The 10% limit may be increased at the Company's discretion.
-- All items covered on a blanket basis are subject to a 100% coinsurance requirement.

Musical instruments coverage and rates are based on full coverage with no deductible. Optional

deductible amounts from $100 to $1,000 are available for the appropriate credit. If a deductible is to

apply it must be shown on the declarations.

The Personal Articles Form provides additional coverage for newly acquired property. A
Company may, at its discretion, reduce or increase the automatic coverage provided in the
form.

4.2 Professional Use
The restriction against professional use of this property may be deleted. The professional rates
must be charged. Professional use is defined as a person who receives more than $250 a year
by using the covered property.

4.3 Named Perils Coverage

Coverage may be restricted to "named perils".

PERSONAL EFFECTS

Eligible Property

Coverage in accordance with these rules applies to property carried by an insured while traveling.

Property for students at school is covered only for fire unless broader coverage is provided by

endorsement.

Under these rules coverage may not be written for:

-- property on the insured's premises unless coverage is provided by endorsement.

-- policies that are sold through rail, shipline, bus or airline ticket agents. Policies sold through
automobile clubs or similar organizations are eligible under these rules.

-- golfers' equipment.

-- sports equipment.

-- property that belongs to or is in the custody of members of the military services or diplomatic
corps.

-- Travel Baggage issued in conjunction with Personal Accident, Sickness or Hospitalization
Insurance.

Coverage is provided on a blanket basis. A single limit of coverage applies to all covered property.
The Personal Effects Form may be used as coverage for the contents of a trailer home.

Attach Endorsement IM-177-10.

Deductible
Personal effects coverage and rates are based on full coverage with no deductible. Two deductible

options, $50 or $100, are available for the appropriate credit. If a deductible is to apply it must be
shown on the declarations.

Territorial Modifications

Coverage for this property is worldwide. A Company may choose to limit the territory where
coverage applies.

5.1 Additional Insureds

Property of persons residing with the insured may be covered. The name of each additional
insured must be shown on the appropriate part of the declarations.

5.2 Coverage For Students

Broader coverage may be provided for students away at school. The name of each student
must be shown on the appropriate part of the declarations.
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Attach Endorsement IM-177-3.

5.3 Excluding Theft and Vandalism
The perils of theft, including mysterious disappearance, and vandalism may be excluded.
Attach Endorsement IM-177-1.

5.4 Theft From Unattended Vehicles
Theft of personal effects from unattended vehicles may be covered.
Attach Endorsement IM-177-2.

5.5 Residence Coverage
Personal effects may be covered while on the insured's premises.
Attach Endorsement IM-177-4.

5.6 Limitations on Certain Property
Coverage for all items of jewelry, watches and furs may be limited to $250.
Attach Endorsement IM-177-15.

5.7 The personal effects of professional entertainers may be covered.
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PERSONAL PROPERTY

Eligible Property

Coverage in accordance with these rules may be written on all types of personal property, including
fixtures, improvements, alterations or additions made by the insured to a non-owned residence or to
a condominium owned and occupied by the insured.

Under these rules coverage may not be written for:

animals or pets

any type of vehicle, motorized or not. This includes aircraft and watercraft.

government property

business property. However, professional books, instruments and equipment may be covered.

Coverage may be provided on an "unscheduled" or "scheduled by class" basis but not both.
2.1 Unscheduled Property
Unscheduled personal property requires the entering of a single blanket limit of coverage.

Certain classes of covered property are subject to special limits. Unless changed by
endorsement these are:

-- Jewelry $500
-- Securities $200
-- Money $100

The sublimits must be shown on the appropriate part of the declarations. See rule 5.1.
2.2 Scheduled Property by Class

Either the Company or the insured may elect to have coverage provided by class of property.

Coverage for this property is worldwide. A Company may choose to limit the territory where
coverage applies.
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Additional Coverage for Certain Property

The limits of coverage for the following classes of property may be increased for an additional
premium.

-- Securities, stamps, etc., may be increased to a maximum of $1,000.

The 10% limit of coverage for residences other than the insured's principal residence may be
increased for an additional premium.

The selected limit of coverage must be
shown on the appropriate part of the declarations.

Each individual to which this
exclusion applies must be shown on the appropriate part of the declarations.

Coverage for these items may be restricted or deleted. A credit must be granted for these

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PERSONAL LIABILITY AND FARM PERSONAL LIABILITY MANUAL

Underwriting Rules

The Personal Liability and Farm Personal Liability Coverage Forms provide broad coverage tailored to meet the
personal loss exposures of today’s insureds. To maintain competitive premiums, care must be taken in the
underwriting of insureds and their liability exposures. The Personal and Farm Personal Liability Policies must be
written only on well-maintained risks that show pride of ownership. Only persons with reputable backgrounds
should be considered as insureds.

1. The primary underwriting responsibility in selecting risks rests with the agent. The agent’s knowledge of
applicants and community conditions can be invaluable. The agent’s inspection of the property and complete
reporting of the facts concerning the property and applicant are particularly important when binding a
Personal or Farm Personal Liability Policy. Since the policy embodies risks of both individuals and their
property, applications should be solicited only from persons with a good loss history and no unusual liability
hazards.

2. All guestions on the application must be completed. If a question is not applicable, agents are required to
answer that question N/A (not applicable).

3. Supporting property coverage is required.

4. Applications are not to be submitted on the following individuals:

Applicant, spouse, or resident of household who has incurred more than one liability loss within the past
three years.

Applicant, spouse, or resident of household who has had any claim(s) involving dogs within the past three
years. This would include dog bites or any other type of dog related bodily injury or physical damage
claims.

Applicant, spouse, or resident of household who has a trained guard dog, a Staffordshire Terrier (Pit Bull,
American Bull Terrier, or Yankee Terrier), a Rottweiler, a wolf hybrid (Tundra Shepherd), an Akita, a
Chow, a Presa Canario, a dog which has bitten someone, or any animal which has vicious tendencies. A
dog of mixed breed, which includes any prohibited breed, is still unacceptable.

Applicant, spouse, or resident of household who owns or keeps any animals or reptiles commonly
considered by the general public to be wild and/or potentially dangerous by nature, regardless of past
claim(s) history. Examples include, but are not limited to: bears, mountain lions, cougars, pythons,
rattlesnakes, skunks, etc. (Agents are encouraged to check with the underwriter prior to binding or
submitting if uncertain of acceptability).

Applicant, spouse, or resident of household whose habits or living conditions show a lack of responsibility
for property or for rights of others.

Applicants who are mentally incapable of making sound judgments.

Applicant, spouse, or resident of household who has been engaged in illegal activities of any kind or who
has a history of falsifying a claim or purposely destroying their own property or who has ever been
convicted of a felony.

Applicant, spouse, or resident of household with poor credit experience, such as a history of bad checks,
or who habitually defaults on accounts or who has incurred a bankruptcy in the past five years.

Applicant, spouse, or resident of household who hire employees under 16 years of age to perform
hazardous tasks, including the operation of farm machinery.

Applicant, spouse, or resident of household whose principal business is breeding, or using horses_for
riding, racing, or show purposes. The boarding of horses for others for a fee is not acceptable.

Applicant, spouse, resident of household, or any farm employee who has over two moving violations or
two or more at fault accidents within the past three years and who will be operating farm equipment.
Persons who are alcoholics, drug or narcotic addicts.

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5. Applications are not to be submitted on the following property:

a. Vacant dwellings.

b. Property with debris or lack of maintenance.

c. Property with fences in poor condition or lacking maintenance. (To be acceptable, fences should meet
“legal fence” criteria.)

d. Property with machinery in poor operating condition.

e. Property with machinery lacking proper safety devices designed for use with the equipment (i.e., power
take-off guards, slow moving vehicle signs, operating lights, etc.).

f.  Property where livestock has frequently escaped.

g. Property with unfenced in ground or above ground swimming pools. To be eligible, fences must
completely surround pool, be at least four (4) feet high, and have a self-locking gate. This rule applies to
new business or new pool installations.

h. Any swimming pool with a diving board or slide.

i. Watercraft or ATVs if driver’s record for violations and accidents exceed Cameron Mutual Personal Auto
new business requirements. (Only one minor moving violation and one minor not-at-fault accident within
the last three years.)

j-  Watercraft with motors greater than 200 horsepower.

k. Boats that exceed speeds of 50 MPH.

I.  Property where “U-pick” operations are allowed.

m. Property with trampolines that do not utilize a safety enclosure and spring cover or pad. (This rule is
specific to new business.)

n. Bed and Breakfast.

0. Retaining walls that pose a fall hazard need to have either natural vegetation or a railing to restrict
access.

p. Stairways with 3 or more steps require a hand rail. Porches or decks with 3 or more steps must also have
a railing.

6. The agent has no authority to bind coverage in excess of the liability limits stated in this manual.

7. Liability may be extended to cover the dwelling exposures for not more than four 1-family or two 2-family
dwellings. When exposures exceed this limitation of four (4) families, the entire exposure must be placed
under a Commercial Liability Policy. Student housing with more than three occupants is not acceptable.

8. If liability coverage is extended to any rental premises, functioning smoke detectors must be installed

according to state, city or county code. At least one smoke detector in each bedroom and at least one smoke
detector on each dwelling level is required.
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General Rules

1. ELIGIBILITY

Personal Liability Coverage may be provided for a person maintaining a residence in a one or two
family dwelling.

Farming includes the operation of roadside stands and farm markets used mainly for the sale of
the insured's own farm products.

4) Incorporated farms, unless the corporation owns or leases the farm and is financially
controlled by the insured.
2. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
a. MANDATORY COVERAGES
The following is a general description of the coverages provided by Forms GL-1 and GL-2. The
coverage parts state the complete conditions.
(1) Coverage L - Liability
Coverage L pays on behalf of the insured for damages due to bodily injury or property
damage caused by an occurrence arising out of the insured premises or the insured's
personal activities.
(2) Coverage M - Medical Payment to Others
Coverage M pays medical expenses, incurred by persons who are not insureds, for
bodily injury related to the insured premises or the insured's personal activities.
b. LIMITS OF LIABILITY

The basic limits of liability for each coverage are:

Coverage L --- $100,000 Per Occurrence
Coverage M -- $1,000 Per Person
$25,000 Per Accident

Higher limits of liability for Coverages L and M are shown in the Rate Pages. All mandatory and
optional coverages must be written at the same limit. Agents do not have binding authority for the
$50,000, $200,000 and $400,000 policy limits for new business. These limits are allowed for
renewals only and are designated by the shaded areas.
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3. POLICY WRITING INSTRUCTIONS

Unless indicated otherwise, these rules apply to Personal Liability Coverage and to Farm Personal
Liability Coverage.

a. POLICY ISSUING

The Personal Liability Policy and Farm Personal Liability Policy described in this manual may be
issued as a companion policy to Fire and Extended Coverage policies. Attach the mandatory
forms and any other optional endorsement(s) to the Liability Declaration.

b. POLICY TERM

Annual: Policies may be written on an annual basis or a continuous renewal basis. Each
renewal on the anniversary of the policy effective date will be subject to the rules, forms
and rates then in effect.

Three or Five Year Deferred: Policies may be written for a period of three years or five
years and the premium paid in annual installments. The premium for each anniversary
installment shall be based on the rates then in effect.

Personal or Farm Personal Liability Coverage may be extended to include the

additional interests described below. Coverage is limited to the premises shown
on the endorsement.

3) A tenant or lessee may not be included as an additional insured under

the Personal or Farm Personal Coverages.

Attached endorsement GL-70 and make entries to show the names of the
additional insureds, the location of the premises and the extent of their interest.

Additional Insured and Additional Residences — GL-72

A person that is a resident of the named insured’s household who is not related
to the insured and who would not otherwise be covered as an insured under the
policy. This endorsement may be used for couples that are not married but live
together.

Attach endorsement GL-72 and make entries to show the names of the additional
residents of the household.
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Additional Residence Premises — Occupied by an Insured

A residence includes incidental garages. Each additional residence to be insured must
be individually rated.

Initial Residence - one or two family
Additional Residence Maintained by the Insured

No endorsement necessary. Show appropriate charge and location on the declaration
page.

Additional Residence Premises - Rented to Others

Coverage may be provided for additional one or two family residence premises rented to
others, owned by the named insured or spouse, at the additional premium shown in the
Rate Pages.

This provision may be extended to not more than four (4) residence premises; meaning
four (4) one-family dwellings or two (2) two-family dwellings. When the number of
exposures exceeds this limitation of four (4) residence premises, the entire exposure
must be placed under a Commercial Liability Policy.

Attach Endorsement GL-73 - Additional Residences Rented to Others

Office, Professional, Private School or Studio Occupancy

Coverage may be provided for liability of an insured arising from a business which is
conducted by an insured on the premises:

(@) Provided the premises are occupied principally for residential purposes, and
there is no other business conducted on the premises.

(b) Arising from an office, professional, private school or studio occupancy in the
dwelling or in a separate structure on the premises or in an additional residence
premises occupied by the insured.

Attach Endorsement GL-80 - Office, Professional, Private School or Studio
Occupancy

Business Activities

Coverage may be provided for the liability of an insured arising out of business activities,
other than a business of which the insured is sole owner or a partner, at the additional
premium shown in the Rate Pages.

Classify as shown in the Rate Pages, and apply the charge to each person insured.
Attach Endorsement GL-74 - Business Activities

Employer's Liability - Domestic Residence Employees

This applies only when employers' liability coverage for domestic employees is not

provided or required to be provided by a Workers' Compensation Policy. A charge is
required for domestic residence employees in excess of two.
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Personal Injury

Coverage may be provided for the named insured's legal liability resulting from the false
arrest, libel, slander or invasion of privacy of another. The additional premium is shown
in the Rate Pages.

Attach Endorsement GL-81 - Personal Injury Endorsement

Snowmobiles

Coverage may be provided for each snowmobile owned by an insured residing in the
named insured's household at the premium shown in the Rate Pages. Applicant must be
insured by a standard or preferred auto carrier to be eligible.

Attach Endorsement GL-83 - Snowmobile

Watercraft

Coverage may be provided for watercraft not covered by the policy at the premiums
shown in the Rate Pages.

Attach Endorsement GL-82 - Watercraft

Ineligible risks:

Q) Risks for resort operators where the equipment may be used by many different
persons.

(2) Boats and motors used for commercial purposes or for rent, hire or charter.

3) Boats or motors used for racing events.

(4) Boats with non-marine or converted automobile engines.

(5) Special or unique type boats such as swamp buggies, amphibious

land-watercraft, collapsible boats, air boats and experimental crafts of any type.
(6) Boats that are homemade.

@) Boats left on the water except when securely tied from all four angles.
(8) Risks for persons who have been cancelled, refused renewal, or rejected by
another company.
(9 House boats.
(10) Personal watercraft; i.e. jet skis.
(12) Boat operators who do not have their auto insurance with a standard or preferred
auto carrier.
(12) Boats that exceed speeds of 50 MPH.
(13) Motors that exceed 200 horsepower.

Animal Collision

Coverage may be provided for loss by death of livestock owned by an insured when the
loss is caused by the collision between the animal and a vehicle not owned by or
operated by an insured or employee of an insured, at the premium shown in the Rate
Pages.

The lesser of the market value of the animal; $400 per animal; or the amount of the
insured’s interest in the animal, will apply.

Attach Endorsement ML-337 — Animal Collision
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All-Terrain Vehicle Liability Coverage

The personal liability and farm liability policies must include an exclusion for ATV’s
(IL 2187C 06-05). However, the farm personal liability policies may be endorsed to
provide some limited coverage. Please see item # 7 on page Liab-GR-7.

b. APPLICABLE TO PERSONAL LIABILITY ONLY

Incidental Farming Endorsement

The personal liability policy excludes a business. Insureds owning up to 40 acres, who
perform incidental farming activities, need this endorsement. This endorsement does not
provide employer liability coverage. Use the appropriate premium shown in the Rate
Pages.

Custom Farming — Limited to a 50 mile radius

Coverage for liability arising out of custom farm work totaling up to $1,000 in receipts is
included in the base policy premium. Custom work in excess of $1,000 in receipts can be
added at the premium shown in the Rate Pages.

Attach Endorsement GL-75 — Custom Farming (describe the custom farming activities)

Do not attach GL-75 if MM-750, Coverage Restricted to Described Premises, is attached.
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Farm Employees

Provides liability and medical payments coverage for injuries sustained by farm
employees during the course of their employment. Six-months coverage is included in
the base policy premium. Additional farm employee coverage is available at the premium
shown in the Rate Pages.

Attach Endorsement GL-76 - Employer's Liability - Farm Employee

This endorsement form is MANDATORY on all Farm Personal Policies. Display both the
automatic six-months coverage and any additional coverage purchased. List by name
farm employees who are not to be insured under this endorsement.

Limited Farm Pollution Coverage - Increased Limit Options

Coverage for liability arising out of the release of agricultural chemicals on the insured
premises is made a part of the Farm Personal Liability Policy. A coverage limit of
$25,000 applies on an ANNUAL AGGREGATE BASIS and is subject to a $500
Deductible for each occurrence.

Optional limits of $50,000 and $100,000 are available at the premiums shown in the Rate
Pages.

Attach Endorsement GL-565 (Mandatory form) and make an entry to show the annual
aggregate limit.

Premises-Only Liability Coverage

When an insured has personal acts insured via a separate policy, issuing another policy
in their name will stack coverage. To avoid stacking of coverage the “Coverage
Restricted to Described Premises” (MM-750) must be endorsed to the policy. This
endorsement has no premium impact.

All-Terrain Vehicle Liability Coverage

Only farm liability policies may purchase a buy-back endorsement for limited liability
coverage affording on and off premises exposures (IL 24 99C 06-05). An ATV is defined
as a vehicle designed primarily for off-road use. It has four or more tires, handle bars for
steering, and a seat that is straddled. The ATV buy-back endorsement provides Bl, PD
and Medical coverage. It does not provide guest passenger, UM/UIM, or physical
damage. Coverage under the buy-back endorsement applies automatically to all owned
ATV’s that meet the definition of an ATV. Listing the specific unit on the endorsement is
not necessary.

Eligibility:

() ATV must be primarily used in conjunction with the farming operation.

(2) ATV must have four or more wheels.

3) Policies with more than two ATV'’s are not eligible for coverage.

(4) High performance/racing types of ATV'’s are not eligible. Only utility type or utility
models are eligible; i.e. have a utility rack and hitch.

The Application

- All applications must be complete

- No questions should be left unanswered

- Each application must have a physical address, date house was built (approximately),
and telephone number of insured

- Should a question not apply to a risk, then “N/A” should be the answer to the
question

- All named insureds must sign the application

- Incomplete applications will be returned to the Agent

- Photos of risk — both front and back — should be sent with the application.
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Service Charges

Policy Fee
There will be a $20.00 Policy Fee for any policy that is issued.

Reinstatement Fee

There will be a $15.00 Reinstatement Fee for any policy that is reinstated. The insured
may reinstate the policy up to thirty (30) days after the date of cancellation. The
Mortgagee or the insured may pay the premium within the ten day period after the Due
Date and no Reinstatement Fee will be assessed.

Semi-Annual Billing

Semi-Annual billing will be permitted for a $10.00 additional fee. If the insured would
like to pay on a semi-annual basis at the policy inception, the agent should add $10.00 to
the annual premium. The computer will assess the insured $5.00 for each billing period
during the year.

Quarterly Billing

Quarterly billing will be permitted for a $20.00 annual fee. If the insured would like to
pay on a quarterly basis at the policy inception, the agent should add $20.00 to the annual
premium. The computer will assess the insured $5.00 for each billing period during the
year.

Monthly Billing

Monthly billing will be permitted for a $30.00 annual fee. If the insured would like to
pay monthly basis at the policy inception, the agent should add $30.00 to the annual
premium. The computer will assess the insured $2.50 for each billing period during the
year. Monthly billing is only allowed with EFT. Please complete the ACH
Authorization form when requesting monthly billing.

Billing Procedures

Renewal Notices
Renewal Notices will be mailed to either the insured or the mortgagee thirty (30) days
before the Due Date.

Lapse Notices
Lapse Notices will be mailed to the insured and mortgagee, on the Due Date if the

assessment has not yet been received.

Cancellation Notice

Cancellation Notices will be mailed 15 days after the due date of the policy. The
Cancellation notice will be mailed to the insured, the mortgagee, and the agent. The
Cancellation notice specifies to the insured that they have no coverage. However, the
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mortgagee is given (10) days of coverage, and the opportunity to pay the premium
reinstating the policy.

Reinstatement Notices

Reinstatement Notices will be mailed to the insured, the mortgagee, and the agent when a
policy is reinstated. The insured or the mortgagee may pay $15.00 to have the policy
reinstated. A policy may be reinstated for thirty (30) days after the due date. After thirty
days, the policy must be rewritten.

Special Conditions

Restriction of Coverage — FL-304

If a policy would not be issued because of unusual exposures, the applicant may request a
restriction of coverage at no reduction in premium. The request, signed by the applicant,

must be referred to the Company. This endorsement would be used to exclude a building
that does not qualify for earthquake or vandalism coverage. The endorsement would also
be used to exclude a portion of a dwelling or building (example: roof exclusion).

Seasonal Risks

A Dwelling or Mobile Home will be considered seasonal if it is normally unoccupied for
three or more consecutive months during the year. If a seasonal dwelling qualifies for a
Homeowners policy, we must have the primary residence insured.

Catastrophe Endorsement

This endorsement may be used to reduce the Company’s wind or hail liability on a
specific structure to a total loss only. In no case will a partial loss be paid. A total loss is
defined as a building completely and totally destroyed and scattered as a result of a
windstorm. The building must be specifically described on the endorsement.

Limit of Coverage
The maximum amount which can be written on any dwelling is $125,000. Approval
must be obtained from the underwriter for any outbuilding insured in excess of $50,000

No Earthquake Coverage Allowed
Effective October 1, 2006, agents will no longer offer earthquake coverage on new
business.

Boat Docks

Coverage for Boat Docks is available with prior approval from the home office.
Coverage for a Boat Dock may extend from the other structures coverage if the Insureds
property extends to the lake shore and the dock sets adjacent to the property.

Weight of Ice and Snow IS EXCLUDED. Boat docks must be scheduled under
Coverage E in order to be insured against weight of ice and snow.
